GUIDELINES FOR PAFF 2012
Short films (documentary and narrative), animated, experimental - completed within the period beginning January 2008 through Dec. 2011. Note: PAFF may accept an earlier-produced film if, in the sole discretion of PAFF, the film is of such outstanding quality to warrant an exception. Such films have typically won numerous festival awards and have obtained an archival status.

Qualifications: All creative submissions are welcome. Female directors are encouraged. Female-oriented subject matter and films with a female perspective are warmly received. We screen films in which women have played important creative roles. We accept and screen films by male directors. Industrial/corporate films are not accepted. Commercials are not accepted. Pornographic material is not accepted. (By film we mean: film, video, digital media, photographic media.)
Length: 3-18 minutes

Early Submission deadline: November 1, 2011 Entry fee: $10.00 Women in Film members: $ 5.00

Regular deadline: December 1, 2011 Entry fee: $12.00 – Women in Film members entry fee: $10.00

Late deadline: December 20, 2011 Entry fee: $20.00 – Women in Film members entry fee: $12.00

Absolute deadline: January 13, 2012 Entry fee: $25.00 and a note from your mother. Women in Film members entry fee: $15.00  - One submission per entry fee.

Submission screeners: Movies must be submitted for viewing on NTSC professional DVD or uploaded and the link sent to the Curator (Quicktime, mov.) Note: If you provide a link and your film is accepted, PAFF still requires a DVD for its archives so your film lives on and we may use it to promote future festivals. Submissions will not be returned. Please test your DVD screener for imperfections before submitting. 
Final festival screening specs: Films are projected in DVD, Blu-Ray, HD, Digital Beta, 16mm and 35mm. Please state what format your film has been mastered on. The times and dates of screenings of films are at the discretion of PAFF.
Notification: Selected filmmakers will be notified by January 3, 2012.

Final Masters must arrive no later than the absolute deadline January 16th, 2012. Send to:
